1. Peace officers
a. Jurisdiction: Have jurisdiction over parolees while sheriffs have county wide jurisdiction. Authority is limited to job probation officers focus on probation.
b. Training: Varies by role and jurisdiction. Probation officer training differs from officers working in a county sheriff's department.
c. Employment and Authority: Can be employed across different agencies such as sheriff’s offices, state correctional facilities, federal agencies, and additional authorities derived from specific statutes or regulations. 
2. Police officers
a. Jurisdiction: Have jurisdiction within cities or municipalities that employ the officers and authority covers a range of criminal and traffic law enforcement.
b. Training: Undergo standard police academy training. Responsibilities include patrolling neighborhoods, reporting to emergency services, investigating crimes, and community policing. 
c. Employment and Authority: Focus on enforcing local, state, and federal laws. Authority is more constant and broadly defined across cities and municipalities.

a. Florida: Does not recognize the national DANB certification required by other states. Taken from email: To become licensed as a Dental Radiographer in Florida, you would be required to complete at least 3 months of continuous on-the-job training through assisting in the positioning and exposing of dental radiographic film under the direct supervision of a Florida licensed dentist and Proof of successful completion of a Board-approved course which meets the requirements of subsection 64B5-9.011(5), F.A.C. within 12 months of completion of the on-the-job training.
